Mammoth Hospital now offers the latest technology in the detection of prostate disorders, thanks to a donation by the Mammoth Hospital Auxiliary to fund a new prostate ultrasound machine.  
The new machine provides digital pictures of a man’s prostate gland.  This is a major advancement in detecting abnormalities and diagnosis in the prostate compared to previous methods.  Because ultrasound images are captured in real-time, they can show the structure and movement of the body’s internal organs, as well as blood flowing through blood vessels.  The donation of over $65,000 for this new technology is the latest effort by the Mammoth Hospital Auxiliary to provide Mammoth Hospital with state-of-the-art medical equipment.
Roughly one in six men will be diagnosed with prostate cancer in their lifetime.  Statistics in the US from last year alone show an estimated 186,320 new cases of prostate cancer and 28,660 prostate cancer related deaths.
